-The SBE, OSRHE, State Board of Career and
Technology Education and the Oklahoma
Department of Commerce will be formally
involved with the creation and adoption of the
new standards (Meets definitions prescribed
in HB3399, Section 3.B.1.)

-The new standards will be college and career
ready

-The new standards will be designed

to reduce the need for post-secondary

remediation
Characteristics and Outcomes of the new - College ready, career ready
Standards -Preparation for success in a college general

education mathematics course

-Preparation for student success in English
language and mathematics

-All standard will be clear, concise, objective,
measurable, and grade-level appropriate
-Standards will not require a specific teaching
methodology or curriculum

-All Standards must demonstrate vertical
alignment from one grade level to the next
and horizontal alignment to make sure the
standard is a fit for the grade level

-Process begins with input from teachers and
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experts and then invites input and comment
from the public at the proper time

What is college and career ready? -Type of post-secondary institution

-Don’t close doors by standards that are set
-Prepare those who may not pursue continued

standard? -Horizontal and vertical connections

-Concise and/or complete

-Readily assessable

-Appropriate to the grade

-Consideration of depth of knowledge levels
included

-Cognitive rigor + depth knowledge
-Readiness standard (non-negotiable
standards group) - grade bands

-Easily identifiable goal and what is required
to achieve that

-Authenticity (Giving content real-life purpose.
Why are students learning?)

-User friendly; end-user must be able to break
down and use in classroom

-Resources available

Number of Writing Teams K-2, 3-5, 6-8, 9-12 -The number of individuals on the writing
team for each band will vary. For example,
while 3-5 members may be enough for K-
2, 3-5 and 6-8, the high school band may
require more members (12-15).
